only 683⁄4 percent of such expenses; 19

‘‘(C) for expenses incurred in 2012, only 75 20

percent of such expenses; 21

‘‘(D) for expenses incurred in 2013, only 811⁄4 22

percent of such expenses; and 23

‘‘(E) for expenses incurred in 2014 or any sub-24

sequent calendar year, 100 percent of such expenses. 25

non-health related products (such as annuities 4

and life insurance) during any sales or mar-5

keting activity or presentation conducted with 6

respect to a Medicare Advantage plan. 7

‘‘(C) MEALS.—The provision of meals of 8

any sort, regardless of value, to prospective en-9

rollees at promotional and sales activities. 10

‘‘(D) SALES AND MARKETING IN HEALTH 11

CARE SETTINGS AND AT EDUCATIONAL 12

EVENTS.—Sales and marketing activities for 13

the enrollment of individuals in Medicare Ad-14

vantage plans that are conducted— 15

‘‘(i) in health care settings in areas 16

where health care is delivered to individ-17

uals (such as physician offices and phar-18

macies), except in the case where such ac-19

tivities are conducted in common areas in 20

health care settings; and 21

tage plan. Such limitation shall require advance 10

agreement with a prospective enrollee on the 11

scope of the marketing appointment and docu-12

mentation of such agreement by the Medicare 13

Advantage organization. In the case where the 14

marketing appointment is in person, such docu-15

mentation shall be in writing. 16

‘‘(B) CO-BRANDING.—The use of the name 17

or logo of a co-branded network provider on 18

Medicare Advantage plan membership and mar-19

keting materials. 20

‘‘(C) LIMITATION OF GIFTS TO NOMINAL 21

DOLLAR VALUE.—The offering of gifts and 22

other promotional items other than those that 23

are of nominal value (as determined by the Sec-24
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retary) to prospective enrollees at promotional 1

activities. 2

‘‘(D) COMPENSATION.—The use of com-3

pensation other than as provided under guide-4

lines established by the Secretary. Such guide-5

lines shall ensure that the use of compensation 6

creates incentives for agents and brokers to en-7

roll individuals in the Medicare Advantage plan 8

that is intended to best meet their health care 9

needs. 10

‘‘(E) REQUIRED TRAINING, ANNUAL RE-11

TRAINING, AND TESTING OF AGENTS, BROKERS, 12

AND OTHER THIRD PARTIES.—The use by a 13

Medicare Advantage organization of any indi-14

vidual as an agent, broker, or other third party 15

representing the organization that has not com-16

pleted an initial training and testing program 17

and does not complete an annual retraining and 18

testing program.’’. 19

(2) MEDICARE PRESCRIPTION DRUG PRO-20

GRAM.—Section 1860D–4(l) of the Social Security 21

Act, as added by subsection (a)(2), is amended by 22

‘‘(A) APPOINTMENT OF AGENTS AND BRO-16

KERS.—Each Medicare Advantage organization 17

‘‘(i) only use agents and brokers who 19

have been licensed under State law to sell 20

Medicare Advantage plans offered by the 21

the termination of any such agent or 2

broker, including the reasons for such ter-3

mination (as required under applicable 4

State law).

‘‘(B) COMPLIANCE WITH STATE INFORMA-6

TION REQUESTS.—Each Medicare Advantage 7

organization shall comply in a timely manner 8

with any request by a State for information re-9

garding the performance of a licensed agent, 10

broker, or other third party representing the 11

Medicare Advantage organization as part of an 12

investigation by the State into the conduct of 13

the agent, broker, or other third party.’’.

‘‘(B) For purposes of this paragraph, the term ‘renal 5

dialysis services’ includes— 6

‘‘(i) items and services included in the com-7

posite rate for renal dialysis services as of December 8

31, 2010; 9

‘‘(ii) erythropoiesis stimulating agents and any 10

oral form of such agents that are furnished to indi-11

viduals for the treatment of end stage renal disease; 12

‘‘(iii) other drugs and biologicals that are fur-13

nished to individuals for the treatment of end stage 14

renal disease and for which payment was (before the 15

application of this paragraph) made separately 16

under this title, and any oral equivalent form of 17

such drug or biological; and 18

‘‘(iv) diagnostic laboratory tests and other items 19

and services not described in clause (i) that are fur-20

nished to individuals for the treatment of end stage 21

renal disease. 22

Such term does not include vaccines. 23

‘‘(C) The system under this paragraph may provide 24

for payment on the basis of services furnished during a 25
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week or month or such other appropriate unit of payment 1

as the Secretary specifies. 2

‘‘(D) Such system— 3

‘‘(i) shall include a payment adjustment based 4

on case mix that may take into account patient 5

weight, body mass index, comorbidities, length of 6

time on dialysis, age, race, ethnicity, and other ap-7

propriate factors; 8

‘‘(ii) shall include a payment adjustment for 9

high cost outliers due to unusual variations in the 10

type or amount of medically necessary care, includ-11

ing variations in the amount of erythropoiesis stimu-12

lating agents necessary for anemia management; 13

‘‘(iii) shall include a payment adjustment that 14

reflects the extent to which costs incurred by low- 15

volume facilities (as defined by the Secretary) in fur-16

‘‘(ii) For years during which a phase-in of the pay-13

ment system pursuant to subparagraph (E) is applicable, 14

the following rules shall apply to the portion of the pay-15

ment under the system that is based on the payment of 16

the composite rate that would otherwise apply if the sys-17

tem under this paragraph had not been enacted: 18

‘‘(I) The update under clause (i) shall not 19

apply.

chronic diseases; 5

‘‘(ii) with the greatest potential for 6

improving the quality, efficiency, and pa-7

tient-centeredness of health care; and 8

‘‘(iii) that may be implemented rap-9

idly due to existing evidence, standards of 10

care, or other reasons; and 11

‘‘(B) take into account measures that— 12

‘‘(i) may assist consumers and pa-13

tients in making informed health care deci-14

sions; 15

‘‘(ii) address health disparities across 16

groups and areas; and 17

‘‘(iii) address the continuum of care a 18

patient receives, including services fur-19

nished by multiple health care providers or 20

practitioners and across multiple settings. 21
